1. Minutes of the previous executive meeting

It was hoped that the minutes should be sent earlier next time.. The minutes were accepted with one correction:  on  item14  the correct formulation is that Giovanna Procacci announces that book proposals can be accepted in other languages than english.

2. Torun Conference Preparation (Marek Ziolkowski, Monika Kwiecinska)
Regarding cost and fees, the calculations are not finished

Estimated total cost is about 200 000 zloty (50 000 €) with perhaps one third from sponsoring.

Expected minimum number of participants 800.

80000 zlotys (about 19000 euros) will be  received from the city authority of Torun.

It is not decided yet if it will be given in money or materials....

PHD students will receive money for the workshop, travel.

Boarding and food will be taken in charge directly on the campus for some students.

A problem with registration is that transfer of money from Torun to Paris will be subject to tax. Thus we probably have to organize the registration payment in Paris or some other country within the euro money zone.

It was decided that Monika Kwiecinska will discuss the matter with E. Ettorre and JP Roos, unless decision about tax free status is made.

For the ESA congress, 2 sources of income are expected :

- One from the membership fee and the other one from the congress fees.

ISA has contacted Monika Kwiecinska to organize a conference on “Globalization” before the conference for 50 persons. They will pay for everything. 

Also: Conference on long term care / 5000 euros (as a grant) to help Eastern European students.

3. Program Issues (Marek Ziolkowski, Monika Kwiecinska)
First plenary: Charles Tilly has confirmed

Semi plenaries are practically clear; Marie Therese Létablier will be invited for the Role of state

Closing plenary:

JP Roos will give a farewell speech,

The future of inequalities related to modern society

Dahrendorf and  Habermas will be asked

Social dumping as one possible theme suggested by Delcroix

Streams: will use the previous stream structure with modifications

One function is to find local participants

We should propose to some active research streams which should become research networks

sociology of racism Attias-Donfut

political sociology Lessenich

Public opinion research dilemmas Zagorski

A panel on the Bologna process was suggested by JC Lagree
No posters, just contributed papers

Ellen Kuhlmann proposal: teaching sociology from a European perspective

Half of the invited speakers  have responded favorably

Marek Ziolkowski, Eva Barlosius and Ilona Ostner will be responsible for the organization of the Research Streams.

Guidelines forwarded by Ilona Ostner to RS and RN’s coordinators.

 “Meet the author”is in the hands of the Publication Committee.

The proposal about books for Meet the author will be sent to Giovanna Procacci.

30 Parallel sessions = 15 Research Networks and 15 Research Streams

2 hours for a session 

General guideline is : 8 slots x 5 papers = 40 papers x 30 sessions = 1200 papers.

1 person = 1 paper (as first author)

4. Agreement modification with CNRS signed (Jean-Charles Lagree)

The modification was signed by JP Roos on September 30th for the year 2004 on CNRS agreement with ESA.

5. Publication Issues (Giovanna Procacci and Claire Wallace)

- Book series : 2 out of 4 were accepted.

- The methodological book is proposed as a paperback edition.

- The student audience in the European Union program / Poland will get 5 sessions

- If there is a presentation of a book, it has to be 2 years old maximum.

If the authors present a paper : they pay the conference fees.

If they present a book and do nothing else: they won’t pay the conference fees.

Claire Wallace  gives a Report of publications problems with Routledge/Taylor&Francis

There are big problems with European societies: 

often no offprints to authors, no proofs to the authors, no tables

proofs come with once corrected mistakes

last issue was even more problematic

It was decided to establish a committee to search for new publishers

First letter to Routledge: we consider that the  publishers are in breach of contract

If the publishers stop delaying publishing the books and perform on our journal only

then can we continue?  JP will send letter to the head of Gerhard Boomgarten .

Positive aspects: Routledge has agreed to increase the number of pages per issue

Claire presents a proposal for ES status in ESA. This will be discussed in publication committee and come back to the executive committee

Book proposals will be circulated to the Executive 
The list of the members is to be  updated regularely. 

Claire Wallace will send to Giovanna Procacci a list of new reviewers for appraising new books.

Newsletter: Andreas Berger and Eva Cyba will send the next newsletter by the 10th of november (deadline). To help reduce the cost of the newsletter, an email will be sent to ask members if they want to receive the newsletter only by email. The paper version will be printed and sent by the 15th of November.

6. Research Networks (Sara Arber and Ilona Ostner)

Sara Arber, Tuula Gordon and Ilona Ostner have prepared a proposal on RN’s guidelines for the Torun conference. This was discussed and some changes were made:  

On the first page : on the day it begins (Friday the 9th and not Monday)

Number of sessions is : 8

Mistake on the word : Conference on page 1 at the end of the line beginning by : Outline of role of RN....

On the second page : Timeline for key actions by RN Co-ordinators

31st of March instead of 30th of March and in the following line : “.....and sent to Local Conference Organizers”. Those informations will be sent to the LOC / By the 31st of March, the LOC will need a number and the names of the participants for the RN’s also to make the book. ....All of those answers will be emailed to the LOC in Torun. 

The Research Networks will send their Call for papers by the end of November.

Early bird: 31st of May instead of 14th of June

Second report: Rules for Research networks?

On the first page : 3rd Paragraph : first draft....of the ESA and Streams (except Business meetings)

On the second page: after : (5)i / “(maximum e700)” to include a deadline (6 months before the event).

And before (6) : “be returned to the ESA” and a report on the RN’s.

Ilona Ostner proposes “there should be some time (time slot for “Teaching Sociology with a european dimension”) because it is the continuation of ESA.

Sara Arber proposes that a brief report should be done for the Research Networks. 

Ilona Ostner proposes that ESA  give 300 euros to the RN’s: “Sociology of Professions” / Ellen Kuhlmann.

7. Treasurer’s report and suggestions (E. Ettorre replaced by JP Roos)

The Report from Ettorre was discussed at length. The list of proposals was accepted with some modifications.

It is decided to establish a Finance Committee :

- The members are  Elizabeth Ettorre, J P Roos and Lennart Svensson

- A new deputy treasurer is nominated : Lennart Svensson.

A book-keeper should do the books once and after it would be checked once a year.

Catherine Delcroix proposes to get the same bookeeper AFS employs.

We need to have an offer from the bookeeper.

Every Executive Committee meeting, a financial report should be done, this time before the end of the year.

European Societies: The journal “European Societies” costs 7 £ for one issue times 4 issues a year = 28 pounds a year is what we pay to Routledge for each regular member. This is why we need to clarify the situation between ESA and Routledge.

Claire Wallace : there is an agreement from Murcia that has to be considered.

8. Change of Bank, Credit Card Payment (Jean-Charles Lagrée)

To lower the cost of the bank, we need to change bank, according to the best offer we will get. 

3 banks have been contacted : Credit Mutuel, Societe Generale and Banque Populaire. 

So far, only two of them have sent their offer..

We decided to opt for a conservative placement.

Monika Kwiecinska will check for the payment in Torun for membership and congress.

9. European Research Council and ISE founding meeting (JP Roos)

There has been an initiative to establish an ERC signed by different associations chairpersons. JP Roos has also signed the letter. The question is : do we wish to become founding members of Initiative for Science in Europe, the organisation driving the establishment of ERC ? 

 After a long discussion, the decision is made unanimously to join ISE.

The proposal to arrange a session in Torun to debate the relationships between National associations and ESA and ISA is to be printed in the next newsletter. This will be sent to the chairs of the 25 european national associations.  This will be organized by Eva Cyba, Capitolina Diaz and Ilona Ostner who will prepare an agenda for Torun and a report for the Newsletter.

They will send to Ilona Ostner the adresses of the Chairs of the National Sociological Associations.

10. Researcher’s Rights Issue (proposal from the US), (JP Roos)
Would ESA be interested to create a Human Rights Committee concerned with the rights of social scientists?

ESA is aware of the issue but ESA doesn’t need a committee now.

11. Brussels invitation (JC Lagrée) 

Jean-Charles Lagrée and Catherine Delcroix will go to Brussels next week to a meeting convened by EU and ISE. They will get in touch with other European social science associations or professional associations to try to develop social sciences.
