Registration to ESA will last by now two calendar years, with a tolerance of two months : this means that from Nov.1 2006 registration will cover 2007 and 2008, (including 5 issues of European Societies instead of 4). Members registering from Nov. onwards will be in good stand with the Association at the moment of the Conference, hence able to register to the Conference at ESA rates. 

From now onwards, our system of registration will work with an ESA ID-number; each member will get an ESA ID-number while renewing membership at whatever moment of the year through the ESA website. They will be requested the ESA ID–number when registering to the Conference on the Conference website, as an evidence that they are in good stand with ESA membership and can get ESA rates. Members having registered before Oct.31 2005 (mainly at the Torun Conference) will get their ESA ID-number while registering anew for the Glasgow Conference.

The ESA Executive has also decided that members of Sociological Associations from other Continents can get an ESA membership at a reduced fee of 50euro (without Journal), only under the condition of reciprocity from the concerned Association.
