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Economic Report of the European Sociological Association

General 

Income: Sources for income at ESA are some royalties and fees collected through membership and conferences, which have been successful in creating surplus for the Association. The flow of membership fees is relatively low in between conferences, as during 2004, and high during the conference years. This underlines the need for successful ESA conferences and Research Network activities. The number of Association members grew for the Helsinki (2001) and Murcia (2003) conferences, and has levelled for the Torun (2005) conference, offering stability for the Association.  

Expenses: The publication activities are the major expenses for the Association. Executive expenses consist mainly of the travel and meeting expenses for the Executive Board and the Publications committee. The Executive Committee has two to three meetings regularly; the Publication Committee has at least one meeting yearly.

During the period between the Murcia and Torun conferences, the Association has supported nine of our existing Research Networks. 

Change of Bank:  In 2005, the Association moved from the Coop Bank to Credit Mutuel. This has made the financial dealings of the Association easier and has lowered bank transaction charges for the processing of membership subscriptions.

Bookkeeper

In January 2005, a bookkeeper was appointed by the Executive to draw up accounts for the financial year 1 May 2004 to 30 April 2005. This has allowed the Executive to have a clear picture of the Association’s expenditure and income. 

Number of members: On the 1 September 2005, ESA had 1261 registered members, of which 975 are regular members and 286 are student members.

The economic situation of European Sociological Association is currently stable and as of the beginning of September 2005, the Association’s credit is 152,035 EUROS.
